It has a 4 wires connector and 

is labeled ñMAPò. 

b. The Fuel Pressure Sensor jumper harness will be the shorter set of wires. It has a 3 wires 

connector and is labeled ñFuelò 

c. The Gas Pedal Harness is the largest set of connectors. It has 6 wires and the female 

connector will have a red locking tab.
